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Abstract:

The digital transformation of universities is an important aspect of modern education. Data on the
way knowledge is acquired when social networks are used in the learning process can be useful in the
formation of university digitization policies. The article provides a brief overview of approaches to using
social networks as a tool in the educational process, taking into account the perspectives of both
professors and students. The conflicting data obtained in various studies on the benefits of using social
networks in higher education teaching are presented. These data highlight the need for increased
attention in the formation of digitization strategies and the search for a balance with the classical
teaching methods.
